Starting July 1, 2023, all permit applications for the Building Department will be required to be submitted digitally through Citizen Portal Access.

[image: ]SWIMMING POOL AND SPA DEMOLITION REQUIREMENTS:                        
 
1. A completed building permit is required for demolition or removal of an existing in-ground swimming pool/spa. 
2. Homeowner, General Contractor (B), swimming Pool Contractor (C-53), or Demolition Contractor (C-21) may apply for a demolition swimming pool permit.
3. Provide a site / plot plan drawn to scale to show location, size, and depth of the pool/spa to be removed. Dimension clearances from property lines, nearby structures, and retaining walls.
4. Pool/spa shell must be removed completely from the site. Remove all above ground pool plumbing (pumps and heaters), gas line shall be disconnected and capped off at meter and equipment, electrical subpanel and conductor shall be removed back to the electrical service supply connection. 
5. Indicate on the plan the proposed filling material. The pool/spa must be backfilled with self-compacting fill (such as sand) or clean fill dirt with minimum 90% compaction is required as determined by ASTM D 1557. 
6. Call for final inspection at (909)395-2362 or schedule an inspection online.

 PLAN REVIEW PROCESS:

1. Applicant submits a building permit application with swimming pool and spa demolition plan and supporting documents to Building Department digitally through Citizen Portal Access.
2. Permit Specialist validates the submittal package and assigns an application tracking number once plan check fee paid. 
3. The submittal package is then routed for a concurrent plan review to the following Departments:

4. It is important that the applicant/contractor coordinates their submittals such that corrections from each plan review department are incorporated on each set of plans. Plans will not be allowed to be resubmitted until all reviewing departments have completed their review and address all their corrections. 
5. After the swimming pool and spa demolition plan is reviewed and approved by all departments, the Building Department coordinates the final approval process and permit creation.
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
