(D) Authorize the cooperative purchase and delivery of three 5000lb Mitsubishi Forklifts in the amount 

of $84,217 (two for the Fleet Services Department and one for the Integrated Waste Department) 
from Naumann Hobbs Material Handling of Fontana, California, consistent with the terms and 
conditions of the Sourcewell (formerly known as NJPA) Cooperative Contract  101816-MFC; 

 
(E) Authorize the cooperative purchase and delivery of one 6000lb Case Forklift in the amount of 

$82,144 for the Integrated Waste Department from Sonsray Machinery of Fontana, California, 
consistent with the terms and conditions of the Sourcewell (formerly known as NJPA) Cooperative 
Contract 032515-CNH; 
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(F) Authorize the cooperative purchase and delivery of two Kenworth Vactor Trucks in the amount of 
$1,028,878 (one for the Utilities Department and one for the Parks and Maintenance Department) 
from Haaker of La Verne, California, consistent with the terms and conditions of the Sourcewell  
(formerly known as NJPA) Cooperative Contract 122017-FSC; and 

 
(G) Authorize the cooperative purchase and delivery of one CNG Three Axle Dump Truck in the 

amount of $233,368 for the Utilities Department from Los Angeles Freightliner of Whittier, 
California, consistent with the terms and conditions of the County of Orange order number 
PO - 012-17010353.
