FISCAL IMPACT: The use of Mello-Roos financing for facilities in the residential development of
the Park Place Facilities Phase III project is estimated to generate approximately $8 million, which will
be used to help fund a portion of the public infrastructure improvements that will serve the project.
Since Mello-Roos bonds are not a direct obligation of the City, and are paid from special taxes levied on
each taxable parcel in the district, there is no General Fund impact from the issuance of Mello-Roos
bonds.

BACKGROUND: At a public hearing conducted by the City Council on January 16, 2018, the City
Council adopted the resolutions of formation for Community Facilities District No. 26 (Park Place
Facilities Phase III) and introduced and waived further reading of an ordinance levying special taxes
within the district. Adoption of the ordinance will conclude the formation process for City of Ontario
Community Facilities District No. 26 (Park Place Facilities Phase III).

The Mello-Roos Community Facilities Act of 1982 provides local government, with the consent from a
majority of the property owners, the authority to establish community facilities districts for the purpose
of levying special taxes to fund governmental services and to finance various kinds of public
infrastructure facilities. Under the Mello-Roos Act, the initial steps in the formation of a community
facilities district to finance public improvements are adopting resolutions declaring the City’s intention

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to establish a community facilities district and levy special taxes, and to issue bonds. On
December 5, 2017, the City Council approved Resolution No. 2017-145, a Resolution of Intention to
establish City of Ontario Community Facilities District No. 26 (Park Place Facilities Phase III) and
authorize the levy of special taxes; and Adopted Resolution No. 2017-146, declaring its intention to
issue bonds for the district. The Resolution of Intention set a public hearing date for the regularly
scheduled City Council meeting of January 16, 2018 to consider formation matters. On
January 16, 2018, the City Council adopted the Resolution of Formation and associated resolutions,
establishing Community Facilities District No. 26 (Park Place Facilities Phase III).

WHEREAS, on December 5, 2017, the City Council (the “City Council’) of the City
of Ontario (the “City”), pursuant to the Mello-Roos Community Facilities Act of 1982 (the
“Act”), adopted a resolution entitled “A Resolution of the City Council of the City of Ontario,
California, of Intention to Establish a Community Facilities District, Proposed to be Named
City of Ontario Community Facilities District No. 26 (Park Place Facilities Phase ), and
to Authorize the Levy of Special Taxes” stating its intention to establish City of Ontario
Community Facilities District No. 26 (Park Place Facilities Phase lll) (the “Community
Facilities District”) and to finance certain public facilities (the “Facilities”) and services (the
“Services”); and

WHEREAS, on January 16, 2018, the City Council held a noticed public hearing
on the establishment of the Community Facilities District, as required by the Act; and

WHEREAS, subsequent to the close of said hearing, the City Council adopted
resolutions entitled “A Resolution of the City Council of the City of Ontario, Califomia, of
Formation of the City of Ontario Community Facilities District No. 26 (Park Place Facilities
Phase Ill), Authorizing the Levy of a Special Tax within the Community Facilities District and
Establishing an Appropriations Limit for the Community Facilities District” (the “Resolution of
Formation”), “A Resolution of the City Council of the City of Ontario, California, Deeming it
Necessary to Incur Bonded Indebtedness within the City of Ontario Community Facilities
District No. 26 (Park Place Facilities Phase IIl)” and “A Resolution of the City Council of the
City of Ontario, California, Calling Special Election for City of Ontario Community Facilities
District No. 26 (Park Place Facilities Phase Ill)”, which resolutions established the Community
Facilities District, authorized the levy of a special tax within the Community Facilities District
and called an election within the Community Facilities District on the proposition of incurring
indebtedness, levying a special tax within the Community Facilities District and establishing
an appropriations limit for the Community Facilities District, respectively; and

WHEREAS, on January 16, 2018, an election was held in which the qualified
electors of the Community Facilities District approved said proposition by more than the
two-thirds vote required by the Act.

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ONTARIO DOES ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. The City Council hereby authorizes and levies special taxes within
the Community Facilities District pursuant to Sections 53328 and 53340 of the Act, at the rate
and in accordance with the method of apportionment set forth in Exhibit B to the Resolution
of Formation (the “Rate and Method of Apportionment”). The special taxes are hereby levied
commencing in fiscal year 2018-19 and in each fiscal year thereafter until the last fiscal year
in which such special taxes are authorized to be levied pursuant to the Rate and Method of
Apportionment.



SECTION 2. The City Council may, in accordance with subdivision (b) of
Section 53340 of the Act, provide, by resolution, for the levy of the special tax in future
tax years at the same rate or at a lower rate than the rate provided by this Ordinance. In
no event shall the special tax be levied on any parcel within the Community Facilities
District in excess of the maximum tax specified therefor in the Rate and Method of

Apportionment.

SECTION 3. The special tax shall be levied on all of the parcels in the
Community Facilities District, unless exempted by law or by the Rate and Method of
Apportionment.

SECTION 4. The proceeds of the special tax shall only be used to pay, in
whole or in part, the cost of providing the Facilities and Services and incidental expenses
pursuant to the Act.

SECTION 5. The special tax shall be collected in the same manner as ordinary
ad valorem property taxes are collected and shall be subject to the same penalties and
the same procedure, sale and lien priority in the case of delinquency as is provided for ad
valorem taxes, unless another procedure is adopted by the City Council.

SECTION 6. If for any reason any portion of this Ordinance is found to be
invalid, or if the special tax is found inapplicable to any particular parcel within the
Community Facilities District, by a court of competent jurisdiction, the balance of this
Ordinance and the application of the special tax to the remaining parcels within the
Community Facilities District shall not be affected.

SECTION 7. The Mayor shall sign this Ordinance and the City Clerk shall
certify as to the adoption and shall cause a summary thereof to be published at least
once, in a newspaper of general circulation in the City of Ontario, California within fifteen
(15) days of the adoption. The City Clerk shall post a certified copy of this ordinance,
including the vote for and against the same, in the Office of the City Clerk, in accordance
with Government Code Section 36933.

SUBJECT: CONSIDERATION OF REQUEST TO TRANSFER TOWING CARRIER
PERMIT OF UNITED ROAD TOWING INC., DBA BILL & WAG’S
TOWING, INC.

RECOMMENDATION: That the City Council consider and make a determination whether to
approve a request to transfer a towing carrier permit held by United Road Towing, Inc.,
dba Bill & Wag’s Towing, Inc. to Fleet Sales & Consulting, Inc., dba Bill and Wag’s Towing.

COUNCIL GOALS: Operate in a Businesslike Manner

FISCAL IMPACT: There is no fiscal impact associated with the potential transfer of the towing
carrier permit.

BACKGROUND: United Road Towing, Inc., dba Bill & Wag’s Towing, Inc. is the holder of a current
towing carrier permit, which entitles the company to provide rotational tow service in the City of
Ontario for a term running through April 6, 2020. Rotational tow service includes the non-consensual
tow of any vehicles illegally parked on City streets or at City facilities, as well as transport and storage
of vehicles that must be stored as evidence pursuant to state law or federal law.

In April 2017, the assets of United Road Towing Inc., including Bill & Wag’s Towing, Inc. were
transferred to a subsidiary corporation, URT United Road Towing, Inc., as part of a bankruptcy sale. On
May 10, 2017, Bill & Wag’s Towing Inc. was sold by the subsidiary corporation to Fleet
Sales & Consulting, Inc.

Per Ontario Municipal Code Section 4-19.16, a towing carrier permit may not be transferred or assigned
without the prior written consent of the City Council. A towing carrier that desires to transfer its permit
shall make a written request for transfer of the permit, along with a deposit of $1,000 and documentation
evidencing the disposal of the tow truck business, at least 120 days prior to the transfer or assignment
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date. After these documents and payment are received, City staff are to investigate the transferee’s
qualifications to serve as a permitted towing carrier and make recommendation to the City Council.

On September 21, 2017, the City received a written request from United Road Towing, Inc, dba. to
transfer its towing carrier permit to Fleet Sales Consulting, Inc., dba Bill and Wag’s Towing, to go along
with documentation evidencing the disposal of the tow truck business and a deposit of $1,000, which
had already been transmitted. This written request triggered the City’s obligations to investigate the
transferee’s qualifications, and started the 120 day clock.

The City’s Administrative Services Agency has reviewed the business qualifications of the transferee,
Fleet Sales & Consulting, Inc., specifically to verify possession of a valid business license and requisite
insurance coverage, and has determined that the transferee is qualified to operate a towing business in
the City. The Police Department has reviewed the operational aspects of the transferee’s business,
specifically to determine whether the transferee meets requirements for equipment, lot, and applicable
state licenses as found the Ontario Municipal Code. After review, the Police Department has
determined that the transferee meets the municipal code requirements.

Based on these determinations, and the fact that the municipal code’s 120 day evaluation period is
complete as of January 20, 2018, the requirements of the municipal code are satisfied. Staff therefore
recommends that the City Council approve United Road Towing, Inc.’s request to transfer its towing
carrier permit to Fleet Sales Consulting, Inc., dba Bill and Wag’s Towing.
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
