Inland Empire area. The 100 year old service station was designated a City of Rancho 

Cucamonga Historical Landmark in 2009 and is one of the few original structures remaining on 

Route 66 in California.  

 

After many years of neglect, the community pulled together and sought to restore this piece of 

history. Route 66 IECA’s objective is to promote the preservation of historically significant 

landmarks and promote tourism within the Inland Empire.
