The final 
citywide yard sale weekend of 2020 will be November 6, 7, and 8. The rules for signs (one 6 
square foot sign on the owner’s property) and rules for merchandise to be sold (seller’s personal 
property only, no new or re-sold goods) remain unchanged.
